Rescue is taking responsibility for a
baby born with spin bifida. A foreign surgeon will
perform the first of many operations later this week.
We also have an 9 month old baby girl presently in the
children’s AIDS ward. Her mother will join us here
later but right now she is too weak to travel.

Kosol Eik Chan passed his finals and has gone to stay
at our Transition House.. His studies at the university
begin in October. He will study Information Technol-
ogy. This is a big first for us. Decisions we make
now will affect his future and the future of all the kids
who reach this milestone.

Mitchell have arrived. Nurse Anne Chun will get here
later this month. They will study some Cambodian in
Phnom Penh before taking up their duties at Place of
Rescue. It is nice to have the Transition House where
they can live for a while.

Can you imagine how
excited the kids there must be!
